 Study Guide Cold War Part 1


The Origins of the Cold War to the Assassination of JFK

1945-1963

Theme 1:
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Students in US History 2 should be able to explain some of the differences in style and worldview between President Franklin Roosevelt and his successor Harry Truman.  Students should also be able to summarize the debate over whether or not it was the Roosevelt-Truman Administrations or Stalin’s Soviet Union that deserves blame for the unraveling of the World War II alliance and commencement of the state-of-hostility between the two countries.  Students should also attempt to describe what Mr. Mealy means by his references to the “Cold Warriors” and should need to know at least some of the Cold Warrior figures who were influential during the early years of the Cold War, most notably men such as George Kennan and Wendell Willkie.  Finally, students should consider how foreign affairs between 1945-1948 impacted the election of 1948.
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Theme 2:

Consider how Eisenhower managed (or failed to manage) the Joseph McCarthy problem.  Assess Eisenhower’s management of foreign policy issues between 1953-61, such as with the doctrines of massive retaliation and roll back, or in particular regions such as Cuba, Gautemala, Iran or in Taiwan.
Theme 3:
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John F. Kennedy entered the White House with his young family just about 50 years ago.  He was the youngest man elected president of the United States, and the only Catholic so far.  He only served for about three years, or a thousand days, but his legacy remains among the most widely discussed and debated.  Students in US History 2 should look over notes and selected readings and describe what they consider to be his three most lasting accomplishments as well as his three worst mistakes.  They should also be prepared to discuss how Kennedy and his New Frontier came to embody both the promise and the sense of betrayal that seemed to characterize the turbulent 1960s.
